• Artists Community: Age 18 and up. 
• Scholar: Ages 12  – 17 (on or before 4/30/2012)
• Limit of two entries per artist: Drawing, Painting, Digital Art, Photography,  
  Sculpture, Pottery, Fiber, Collage, Mixed Media, and Musical 
 Composition accepted.
• Entry must be original artwork, created specifically for the ‘PRODIGAL’ .
• Visual artwork accepted must be available for display for the duration of 
  the exhibit. 

Requirements:
• No entry fee.
• Entry is by online digital submission; valid email address required. 
   Visit OliveTreeArts.org
• Maximum size for hanging work is 40” in any direction (including frame).
• Maximum footprint for sculpture and pottery is 36”.
• Maximum weight for all visual artwork is 75 lbs. 
• Glass can be used, artist must sign waiver.
• Hanging work must have appropriate hanging wire on back. 
 No exceptions.
• A statement of inspiration is a requirement for all entries. This should be a  
  personal expression from you, the artist, describing how the prodigal story,  
  Luke 15:11-32, influenced your creation of this piece. How did it motivate 
  you? What insights helped shape or form your artwork? This statement is 
  an integral part of both your piece and the show. It will be considered in 
  acceptance as well as award determination. Max. 300 words.

Sales: 
Artists are encouraged to sell their work. For visual art, Olive Tree Arts will 
retain a 35% commission on all work sold.

Insurance:
Olive Tree Arts will exercise all due care during handling visual art; 
however, artists are encouraged to insure their artwork.
